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Tips for Home Visiting

Preparing & Arriving for a Visit

Follow “COVID-19 Home Visiting Screening Flowchart™ to
determine whether to proceed with a visit.

What to Bring

Bring only items necessary for the visit
into the home.

Avoid placing belongings on tabletops
and counters that might have high levels
of germs.

Store personal items securely in your
vehicle prior to arriving at the location.

Sanitary Tool Kit
e Ziploc bag that holds materials
e Hand soap
e Paper towels (fold several into Ziploc
bag [do not take whole roll])
e Hand sanitizer
e Clorox wipes

Arrival & Greating
Greet families verbally

Avoid physical contact
* Handshakes
e Hugging
e Kissing
e If possible, maintain the recommended
6 feet distance between people.

Avoid Doorknobs
* Allow family members to open the
door or use a barrier.

Cleaning & Sanitizing During & Between Visits

Washing Hands

Wash hands at kitchen sink
e atarrival
e at departure
e as needed

Use supplies brought in your “Home Visit
Kit”

Use hand sanitizer in situations
when hand washing is unavailable or
unreasonable.

Clean & Sanitize the following items
between home visits and/or as
needed

» Cell Phone

* Pen (dedicated to home visiting)

* Toys
